ASB/Leadership Requirements 
 

1. Grade Point Average 
● Each member must maintain a 2.0 GPA at each grading period. 
● If a member does not maintain a 2.0 GPA, that member will be placed on 

probation for one grading period and will not be allowed to participate in any 
ASB activities outside of class. The member must attend and participate in 
classroom activities each day. If at the end of any other grading period 
during the year that member has not raised their GPA to 2.0, they will be 
removed from leadership for that year. 

 
2. Responsibilities 

● All members are expected to attend all mandatory ASB activities, including, 
but not limited to, rallies, fundraisers, community service projects, workdays, 
bonding activities,  and meetings. 

● Your grade will be determined on the following: 
1. Participation in required activities 
2. Attendance 
3. Punctuality 
4. Assignments 
5. Effort 
6. Attitude 
7. Reports 
8. Growth of your leadership skills 

Missed activities for other school activities can be made up by doing an 
alternate assignment 
 

3. Conduct 
● Members must maintain a positive attitude toward the advisor, school 

personnel, members of ASB, and others on campus 
● You represent TBMS whether at a school function or not. If the advisor feels 

in any way that the reputation of the school or student council has been 
jeopardized, a parent will be notified and actions will be taken.
